The word
Easter is a Pesach Greek version and
means Passage. Christians celebrate
Easter, the resurrection of Christ and
their release from sin and death.

Easter foday: Christian Easter
lasts 2 weeks, from Palm Sunday
( symbolizes Christ's entrance to
Jerusalem) to Sunday of Thomas.
During the modern celebration of the
Resurrection include the dinner of the
folk customs with main food in the
evening of the Resurrection of the
cook, the stinging of the red eggs at
home (or outside the church), the 'kiss
of love' at the time of the Resurrection,
lamb on Easter Sunday.
